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Oil Spill Due to Sinking of a Oil Tanker Off Bataan, Philippines

On 24 July 24, MT Terra Nova, a Philippine-flagged tanker, capsized and sank in Manila Bay due to

heavy weather caused by Typhoon Gaemi. Philippines authorities have detected that an oil spill has

spread three kilometers around the vessel, driven by strong waves. The Philippine Coast Guard is

working to contain it using dispersants and floating barriers. Reportedly, 16 crew members were

rescued, four were injured and one crew member died.
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Seizure of Large Quantity of Tramadol - India

On 29 Jul 24, Indian authorities seized 6.8 million Tramadol tablets worth USD 13,136,794 at

Mundra Port, Gujarat, India. The tablets were found in two export containers destined for Sierra

Leone and Niger in West Africa. Based on intelligence inputs, two export consignments of a

Rajkot-based merchant exporter declared as diclofenac tab and gebedol tablets were “intercepted

and examined” by the Customs Department at Mundra Port, Gujarat. The declared item was found

in the front end of the container. However, a detailed examination revealed boxes containing

undeclared medicine strips bearing labels of ‘Tramaking 225 and ‘Royal-225’ both containing

Tramadol Hydrochloride Tablet 225 mg. Neither the strips nor the boxes had any details of the

manufacturer. Around 68 lakh tablets of Tramadol with an International Street Price of around

110 crore were recovered. Tramadol export is restricted under the provisions of the Narcotic

Drug and Psychotropic Substance (NDPS) Act. This operation marks one of the largest seizures of

Tramadol since the drug's classification.
