MSC Containership lost Boxes Overboard Off South Africa

On 28 Aug 24, the Liberia flagged container ship MSC ANTON/A lost about
46 containers, 29 nautical miles northeast of Port Saint Johns, South Africa
due to heavy weather. The vessel was enroute to New York from Colombo,
Sri Lanka. 305 containers on board were damaged and the vessel entered
Cape Town for repairs. A total of 19 containers were reported to be lost at
sea.
